	Escape Routes/Safety Zone Checklist

Escape Routes:

· More than one escape route

· Scouted – soils, vegetation, slope

· Timed – slowest person, fatigue, dozer speed

· Marked – flagged for day and night use with lime green flagging
Safety Zones:

· Survivable without a shelter

· Natural – clean burn, water, bare soil/rock

· Manmade – constructed sites, roads

· Scouted for size and hazards

· Close enough considering escape time needed

Remember and Follow:
· The 10 Standard FIRE ORDERS.

· The 18 SITUATIONS that SHOUT WATCHOUT.

· The Common DENOMINATORS of Fire Behavior on TRAGEDY FIRES.

· The Downhill Line Construction Guidelines.
