Safety is everyone’s responsibility so if you see something around the offices or tarmac that requires attention, step up and help make it safer or report it to someone who can. Keep in mind that we are guests and treat the facilities, as you would have strangers treat your home.





Maintain those body fluids! Your body sweats to cool itself off, if you don’t replace those fluids adequately, you will stop sweating and dehydrate. Water is available, start drinking it early and replace it throughout the day and night.
