Topic:  Weekend Summary: Risk Management Incidents

Issue: 
Record heat, extremely dry fuel conditions, and extensive dry lightning storms have prompted significant wildland fire activity throughout the western geographic areas.   On Saturday and Sunday, July 07 and 08, 2007, a number of wildland fire accidents, injuries, and potentially related civilian fatalities have been reported.  This risk management update summarizes: interagency, agency specific, multi-jurisdictional or unified command incidents that have been reported. The intent of this paper is to provide a timely summary based on best intelligence available at this time.    Official Interagency and Agency 24 and 72 hour reports are expected with more accurate information.
