Subject: Dan Hime, firefighter fatality

Mr. Madden, 

I am forwarding a newspaper article regarding a fireline fatality that does not appear in the NIFC database nor in the "Historical Wildland Firefighter Fatalities" publication of March 1997, at least as far as I can determine.  Both of these sources do mention the death of a California Division of Forestry employee on the Los Padres NF in 1973, but attribute the cause to a heart attack and classify the employee as a lookout.  I was told that your Health and Safety working team would be the appropriate contact if I wished to pursue this matter.

"Big Sur Problem

No More Fires Burning in the West

 In the Big Sur area, a relatively small fire had burned 80 acres

Saturday in the rugged Logwood Creek Canyon and cost the life of a

firefighter.

That blaze, of unknown origin, was south of the area where a fire last

August denuded 4500 acres of watershed and brought slides and floods

during heavy winter rains.

 Firefighting was hampered by fog that kept air tankers grounded until

shortly after noon, and by terrain that forced crews to abandon trucks

and jeeps, and hike the last mile to the scene.

 Danny Hime, 21, of San Diego county, was killed early yesterday in a

fall from a cliff east of Big Sur."
Dan and I were crewmembers on a CDF handcrew stationed at the state park.  I was working with Dan when he fell and I would like to see this fatality recorded in the database.  There was no investigation of this incident, at least none that involved the crew that worked that night.
