3. Information

Staffing:

While major suppression efforts are completed, a relatively large Type 3 organization will remain visible to the community until mop-up and fire suppression rehabilitation efforts are finished.  Additional concerns regarding hunting season and loss of rangeland will continue well after containment.
In consultation with the local units, all remaining information staff will demobilize with the PNW Team 3.  At this time, the local unit feels comfortable dealing with any current and potential information issues.  Consideration should be given to adding a PIO 3 or 2 if information load increases above the current level.
Information Center Location:
The Information function will transition to the Burns BLM office and Emigrant Ranger Station on Tuesday, July 24.  The fire information phone number will not change.  Calls will be received by XXXX XXXXXXXX, Burns BLM PAO.  Emigrant Ranger District will maintain a central Fire Information Board at the District Office for the communities of Burns and Hines.
Key Messages:
· The fire area remains closed to the general public until further notice.
· Information requests regarding the status of closures in the fire area can be obtained by calling the Emigrant Ranger District (541) 573-4300 and Burns BLM District Office (541) 573-4400. For information and policies regarding the status of hunting season in the fire area call the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife (541) 573-6582 or refer to the ODFW website: www.dfw.state.or.us/Fire/fire_manage.

· Re-entry of landowners into previously evacuated areas:  

Landowners will be allowed into the previously evacuated area when deemed safe by the Incident Commander, Malhuer National Forest, and Burns BLM District.  The following evaluation criteria should be considered:  
· 300 ft. mop-up confirmed by infra-red technology.
· Hazard trees on access routes identified and removed.
· Re-burn potential determined to be low, confirmed by Incident Commander.

· Landowners allowed into previously evacuated areas should use caution and refrain from wandering into the burned area because it remains hazardous due to falling snags, stump holes, hot spots and rolling rocks.    

· As areas within the fire boundary continue to smolder, residents will likely see smoke and flare-ups of flame until early winter.  Please do not call agencies unless the new flames are clearly outside of the boundaries of the Egley Fire Complex.  If you are uncertain, call Fire information at (541) 573-4519 or call the Burns Fire Zone Dispatch (541) 573-1000.
· Efforts of the Burned Area Emergency Rehabilitation Team.

Community Relations and Media:
The Egley Complex fire has had a significant affect on the local communities of Burns, Hines, Riley and Senenca.  Traplines established in the affected communities were very effective at  keeping the communities informed.  With the decrease in fire activity, traplines were discontinued on July 21.  Only the posting of the Safeway and Emigrant Ranger Station bulletin boards should be necessary.  It is recommended that the boards be posted when new updates are produced.  Removing the Safeway bulletin board could occur based on weather and fire conditions during the week of 7/30.  The information board at the Ranger Station could be maintained for a longer period based on fire and/or rehabilitation efforts.
To continue to inform the community and media it is recommended that a Fire Update be produced once a week or when there is a significant change or event for the next couple of weeks.  Updates should be posted on Inciweb or the Forest and BLM websites. 
Political Considerations:

Currently, relations with local officials are good.  Continued efforts to routinely inform Harney County Commissioners, Sheriffs, and Fire Chiefs should continue to be a priority.  Updates should be provided daily by either email, fax or via the web.  

Issues regarding firefighting tactics and resulting loss of rangeland will remain a sensitive subject with local ranchers.

Loss of hunting access may also become a sensitive subject, not only to the hunters but also to local businesses who depend on the influx of hunters into the area during the late summer and fall. 

Damage to private lands from suppression efforts and the fire may begin to surface as fire fighting efforts near completion.
