SPECIAL USE ACTIVITIES

(351 DM 1.7)

· Aircraft and Pilots shall be approved for each special use activity prior to use.

· Employees engaged in special use activities must meet DOI training requirements.

APPROVED PILOTS & AIRCRAFT

· Before any flight, you must assure the pilot and aircraft are approved for the planned mission.  

· Only pilots and aircraft carded by OAS or USFS can be used for DOI operations.

FLIGHT PLAN

· Flight Plans Are Required For All Flights

PRE-FLIGHT BRIEFINGS

· The Pilot must be briefed on the intended mission.

· FAA regulations require an oral safety briefing be provided to individuals prior to each flight.

APPROACH & DEPARTURE AROUND HELICOPTERS

· Always approach and depart a helicopter in view of the pilot,

· Always approach and depart from the downhill side.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS

Hazardous Materials can only be transported in accordance with the DOI or USFS Aviation Hazardous Materials Handbook.

REFUELING PROCEDURES

· No Passengers On-Board

· No Smoking Within 50 Feet

· Propellers or Rotors Stopped

· Engine(s) Off (except closed circuit system)

· Fuel Container and Aircraft Bonded

· Fire Extinguisher Available
