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Greensburg, Kansas Tornado FEMA Assistance Effort 

Boise Incident Management Team of the National Incident Management Organization (NIMO)

The NIMO Boise Incident Management Team (IMT) was dispatched May 6 under the National Response Plan by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) in response to the devastating tornado that has profoundly impacted the community and residents of Greensburg, Kansas.
The Boise IMT’s primary mission in Greensburg is to support emergency responders in providing logistical assistance through establishing and operating a base camp to support up to 500 emergency workers.

The base camp’s chief purpose is to provide emergency responders with quality logistical support and clean, hygienic facilities to maintain their health and welfare during their rescue and response efforts.

The base camp is providing relief and response workers with two hot meals and sack lunches daily, clean overnight lodging in tents with sleeping cots, hygienic facilities such as hot showers and hand washing stations, toilets, fueling, and laundry services.  Basic amenities of this nature make a big difference for emergency responders, as there is no power or water available within the community as all of these services were impacted by the tornado.

Facilities Provided to Support Emergency Responders
· National Catering Unit providing 2 hot meals and sack lunch daily
· Shower Unit with multiple hand washing stations

· 30 Sleeping yurts to accommodate 300 responders

· 2,114 meals served-to-date since May 8.
Assisting with establishment and support of the base camp operations is the San Juan Hotshots, an elite 20-person firefighting crew from Durango, Colorado.  They are assisting the IMT with:

· removing numerous fallen trees within the park area;

· picking up all tornado debris blown into the park;

· setting up sleeping tents;

· mitigating any identified safety hazards within and around the base camp facility; and

· supporting the Boise Incident Management Team with other incident management planning, coordination and implementation efforts.
