	Major Hazards and Risks: * SNAGS  * PUBLIC & Driving Hazards  (Hwy. 89)

	Fire Order for EVERYDAY –Retain Control at ALL times.
Narrative:

· DRIVING HAZARDS- Hwy. 89 is open (but, the fire area is CLOSED)- WATCHOUT for vehicles. There is  also traffic on other area roads. Obey ALL traffic control devices and common-sense defensive driving tactics. Drive at a slow speed, with lights-on- take it steady and SLOW as you go.

· SNAGS- As you’re working be especially aware of snags. Stay well above them, and flag so they will be avoided by others. If you are FALLING snags, make sure you have a clearly communicated plan with nearby folks, and an agreed upon escape path and keep all the folks except the faller and swamper out of harms reach (at least 2 tree lengths away). Stump holes = WATCH OUT!

· HEADS UP: COMMUNICATE – COORDINATE- COOPERATE, Keep everyone informed on where the HAZARDS are, ALL of the HAZARDS. Do NOT forget YOUR PPE.

· Common Denominators On Tragedy Fires:
Most incidents happen on the smaller fires or on isolated portions of larger fires.

Most fires are innocent in appearance before the “flare-ups” or “blow-ups”. In some cases, tragedies occur in the mop-up stage.

Flare-ups generally occur in deceptively light fuels.

Fires run uphill surprisingly fast in chimneys, gullies, chutes and on steep slopes.

Some suppression tools, such as helicopters or air tankers, can adversely affect fire behavior. The blasts of air from low flying helicopters and air tankers have been known to cause flare-ups.

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	Escape Route/Safety Zone Checklist

Escape Routes:

*More than one escape route

*Scouted – soils, vegetation, slope

*Timed – slowest person, fatigue, dozer speed

*Marked – flagged for day and night use

Safety Zones:
*Survivable without a shelter

*Natural – clean burn, water, bare soil/rock

*Manmade – constructed sites, roads

*Scouted for size and hazards

*Close enough considering escape time needed
