Issue:   Interagency support to Hurricanes Frances and Ivan recovery efforts. 
Background: Hurricane Ivan made landfall Wednesday evening near Mobile, Alabama causing extensive damage to the coastal areas of Alabama and the western panhandle of Florida.  Ivan continues to spread heavy rain as it moves north causing heavy flooding in some states.  Preliminary damage assessments are on going.  Work continues with Hurricane Frances support, and as resources are made available, they may be re-assigned to any needs for Hurricane Ivan. 
Currently major flooding is a concern in OH, PA and NC from the remnants of Ivan.  Additional Disaster Declaration requests are being received by FEMA for these states.  No tasking for ESF4 at this time.
