Subject: Reporting land ownership at point of origin on the ICS-209

The ICS-209, Incident Status Summary, has been modified to include reporting of land ownership at point of origin of an incident. The FAMWEB program (http://famweb.nwcg.gov/) now includes an entry for ownership at an incident’s point of origin in block 13 (see example below). The paper version of the ICS-209 report has also been modified to include this information. An electronic version may be downloaded in RTF format from the FAMWEB site.

Example: Ownership at origin is private land.
This new reporting does not affect the Situation Report, or how fires are currently reported by local units on the Sit Report. This change affects only the ICS-209.
When completing an ICS-209, it’s important to remember that block 11, State-Unit, identifies the agency responsible for managing an incident. This differs from block 13, which identifies the ownership of the land that the incident started on. If a wildfire starts on state land and is managed by a state agency, then blocks 11 and 13 may have the same unit identifier. However, if a wildfire starts on private land and is managed by a state agency, then the unit identifiers in blocks 11 and 13 will differ. It’s important to remember that only the ownership of the land at the incident’s point of origin is identified in block 13. For example, a wildfire starts on private land, then burns onto national forest land, and is managed by the US Forest Service. Block 11 on the ICS-209 will identify the national forest responsible for the fire, and block 13 will identify ownership at the fire’s origin as private land.
When identifying land ownership in block 13, use the Unit Identifiers list (download from: http://www.nifc.blm.gov/nsdu/unit_id/Publish.html). If no identifier exists, it’s acceptable to spell out the land owner (e.g. “county,” “state,” “private,” etc.). However, federal agencies should be specifically identified if no identifier is used (e.g. “NPS,” “BLM,” “USFS,” “BIA,” “Bur. of Reclamation,” “DOE,” “DOD,” etc.). The word “federal” shouldn’t be used to identify federal ownership.
Should both ownership at origin and the latitude and longitude coordinates of the incident match since both are in block 13 of the ICS-209? Ideally, both would match. However that may not always be possible. Persons submitting 209s should strive for as much accuracy as possible when completing this report.

Very soon the National Incident Management Situation Report (IMSR) will begin reporting ownership of land at point of origin for large fires in both the large fire narrative and large fire table. This change will take place next week to meet the start of morning briefings at the National Interagency Coordination Center. An example of an IMSR large fire narrative is shown below. Notice that the “Example” fire is reported as starting on private land. This information will be taken from block 13 of the ICS-209.
