	*Wear seat belts, drive with lights on, drive defensively.  Anticipate that streetlights and street signs will be down.  Treat every uncontrolled intersection as if it were a 4-way stop.  Use extreme caution driving over small limbs and sticks.  
* Follow all traffic laws and adjust speed for the amount of storm damage.
* Check tires frequently for nails or other sharp objects.
* Don’t park near snags, weak storm damaged trees or other hazards.

* Take frequent breaks and follow policy for hours driven per individual/shift.

* Let your Dispatch Center know when you arrive safely at the incident.

* Travel consideration for driving through remote storm impacted areas:

Carry at least $200 per person in cash or traveler’s checks (in areas of power outages, credit cards will likely not be accepted, ATMs will not be working)  

Refill gas tank at ½ empty and wash windows.  

Travel with 2+ persons per vehicle whenever practical.

Check lights, fluids and tires (including spare) pressure prior to departure. 

Ensure a contact person/supervisor will initiate a search along your intended route if you don’t arrive within a pre-specified time limit. Avoid rural roads at night if possible.

Confirm that all personnel do not begin travel through remote areas unless they have enough water, non-perishable food and necessary Prescriptions, insect repellant, etc., to be entirely self sufficient for 72 hours. 

Continuously listen to local radio stations (not satellite stations, rebroadcast stations, CD’s, tapes etc,) for weather alerts, evacuation notifications, washed out roads, and gasoline status information.

*Ensure flammables are secured and cannot turn over in the bed of trucks and are not carried inside of vehicle cabin area.  Saws, tools and empty fuel containers must also be secured and carried outside of vehicle cabin area.  Use approved container for fuel and oil transport.  Do not store food near fuel or oil.   
* Adjust speed for wet driving conditions.

* Watch out for and yield to pedestrians.
* Watch out for loose livestock.  They may confused by the situation.
* Drive defensively and use spotters when backing.

* Stoplights may not be working. Approach intersections with extreme caution.

	* Wear high visibility vests while working around traffic.   
* If possible, have separate ingress/egress locations to keep traffic moving one way.
* Place facilities to limit exposure of personnel crossing traffic.

* Personnel must wear high visibility vests while working around trucks.

* Cone flashlights must be used to direct vehciles at night.

* Use yellow caution lights on all moving vehicles used for parking or escorting vehicles.

* Use trained or experienced personnel.  Integrate Law Enforcement Officers into this task to the extent possible.

* Provide sunscreen.

* Provide PPE for working conditions; wide brim hats, cone flashlights, high visibility vests, rain gear-high visibility is preferred.

* Design work area to minimize exposure to traffic.

	* Only certified operators may use this type of equipment. 
* Inspect equipment prior to each use.

* Use required PPE for equipement operation.

* Wear seatbelts at all times during operation.

* Keep pedestrian traffic separate from forklift operational area.

* Rear tires must be chocked prior to loading or unloading.

* Ramps must be secured to trailer and have a smooth surface between surfaces.

* Only certified/or authorized operators be allowed to unload/load aircraft.
* Use FOD sweeps to keep area clear of debris for aircraft and forklift operation.

Base Protocal
	* Where relief operations co-exist with active military air bases or private commercial air bases, workers will be exposed to extremely loud noises from aircraft, most noteably jet aircraft. Workers will be subjected to possible hearing loss environment for prolonged periods and will require hearing protection devices. Hearing protection devices offer the best protection to prevent job-related hearing problems and must be readily available for workers.  Hearing protection must have a string, cord or band-type to reduce the possbilitiy of losing them. This will allow workers to work with their hands and prevent accidental loss of hearing devices creating additional hazards to aircraft operations.
.
Personnel should not drop or leave any FOD on an active runway that could become a hazard to aircraft.  If seen, material should be picked up and deposited in appropriate location.
* Each base has their own protocals for air operations.  Place this information in the IAP and brief personnel working in areas of active flight operations as to the specific requirements.

	* Working in bright sunny conditions where no shade conditions exist, such as air base flight lines, will present eye strain hazards to workers as well as exposure to sunrays to the skin which will lead to other health concerns such as vision impairment, headaches, sunburns. Wrap-around type sunglasses and wide-brim hats are required to prevent job-related illnesses. Hats should be cloth/canvas type with draw strings to prevent wind blowing hats off.  
* Erect portable tents to provide a place to get out of the sun.  

* Provide sunscreen for daytime personnel.
* Provide (in addition to regular meals and water) liquids that replace the loss of carbohydrates, electrolites and maintain blood sugar levels to normal limits. This will benefit the government by reducing employee illness, injury and agency costs for medical care.

* During hurricane staging incidents, parking and marshalling of incident trucking, check-in, status recorders, and  FOD (Foreign Object Debris)  crews, will require  employees to  work in outdoor environmental conditions.  These duties require working in extremely heavy rain and windy conditions for prolonged periods at times.  Rain apparel will be required to prevent job related illness by exposure because of associated windy/stormy conditions.  Rain Gear should be jacket-type(zipper or button-type), mid-calf length and yellow or florescent orange in color.  
* Erect portable tents to keep personnel as dry as possible.  Indentify safe facilities in case of severe weather.
* Ensure tetanus & dipthera shots are up-to-date for anyone working in flooded areas.
* Provide insect repellents for assigned personnel.

* Maintain good personal hygiene.  Especially prior to eating.
* Watch out for other hazards; snakes, down electrical lines, floating debris.
* Flood damaged buildings contain mold and fungi that can cause respiratory problems. Avoid prolonged exposure or use approved respirator.  Wear gloves and eye protection.
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
