KNOWLEDGE TRANSFER

The primary way to share wildland fire knowledge is through network of professional wildland firefighters


working in communities of practice. Workshops such as Achieving the Learning Organization:  Facilitating


After Action Reviews and Managing the Unexpected:  High Reliability Organizing have laid the groundwork 

on the importance of organizational learning. Videos and DVDs on these workshops are available


through the Lessons Learned Center.
