oaching thunderstorms may be noted by a sudden reverse in wind direction, a noticeable rise in wind speed, and a sharp drop in temperature. Rain, hail, and lightning occur only in the mature stage of a thunder-storm. Observe the 30/30 rule: a) If you see lightning and hear

thunderclaps within 30 seconds take storm counter-measures identified below. b) Do not resume work in exposed areas until 30 minutes after storm activity has passed.

Mostly cloudy, temp 70s, wind 10-15. Surfaces will become slick with the moisture we receive during the evening Watch your footing and slow the golf carts down. Electrical hazards in your work area should be identified and addressed if we receive moisture.





Police your offices, truck parking areas and tent areas for tripping hazards. Make sure exits are clear for folks coming in or out (Don’t stand in front of the back door!).Watch the step as you exit the building, or cars in the area of the trailers, these high foot traffic areas.





Forklift operators make sure ramps are properly secured, watch out for visitors that may walk into your normal path of travel and blow horn prior to backing. Use your horn when backing up. Keep the forks on the ground pointed down when in use.





New faces are among us, be sure to fill them in to the overall operation. Remember, they may be the next ones available to help you when you need it so don’t get complacent about how well they may have already been briefed.





Wash your hands and encourage others to, on the regular basis. Don’t handle any of the lot trash or the “Empty Truck” trash without gloves. Water and Ice is available, clean and fill your cooler at the beginning of shift and don’t forget to wash your golf cart off too. Remember as you enter the building you use the hand rail, do you think that there may be some germs waiting for you?
