Receives National Fire Plan Award for
Firefighter Preparedness, Training and Safety
  The Wildland Fire Lessons Learned Center (LLC) was recognized at the 4th annual National Fire Plan awards ceremony in March 2006 for significant contributions in the category of Firefighter Preparedness, Training and Safety. In the four years since its start, the Center has made great strides in helping the interagency wildland fire community become a learning organization. Center staff has initiated sessions regarding lessons learned including advanced After Action Review train the trainer workshops and Managing the Unexpected workshops. The sessions were attended by more than 300 interagency fire personnel working at all organizational levels. Center staff also launched MyFireCommunity.net, an online community center to assist wildland fire communities of practice to identify one another, share learning opportunities, discuss issues and concerns, and exchange knowledge.

  LLC Manager Paula Nasiatka notes that the center’s purpose is to improve safe work performance through organizational learning in the wildland fire community. 
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Based at the National Advanced Fire and Resource Institute (NAFRI) in Tucson, Arizona, the center is an interagency organization supported by the U.S. Forest Service, Bureau of Indian Affairs, Bureau of Land Management, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the National Park Service and the National Association of State Foresters.
