MANAGEMENT ACTION PLAN:


- Required action


- Mud Lake Lookout is within the Maximum Manageable Area (MMA).

OBJECTIVES:


- Protect historical structure


- Minimize structural damage with required resources.

PROTECTION PLAN:


- Utilize district personnel to install fire proof wrapping on Mud Lake LO.

TACTICAL PLAN:

- Wrap kit material will be delivered to LO by pack stock. A minimum of (3) person detail will apply fire shelter material to the exterior surface and roof of structure. By  July 21,2000.

- Install with assurance high winds will not catch under folds.

- Remove flammable fuels within 50 feet of structures.

- Limb and scatter laddering fuels of trees within 100 feet of structure.

- Structure will be closed for duration of wildland fire event.

MANAGEMENT ACTION POINTS:

· Trigger point to make contingency plan when wildland fire reaches Pagoda Mtn. / Turtlehead Mtn.

·  Required action to protect structures

OBJECTIVES:

- Protect structures within the Sun River Game Preserve

- Rock Creek Cabin

- Gates Park administrative site

- Packbridge at junction of NF Sun River and Headquarters Trail

PROTECTION PLAN:

- Structure protection will be developed when trigger points have identified reassessment.
