Objectives:
Addressing potential future spread of the West Jordan Fire and mitigating risks to structures and private land.  Conduct ground recon of the Smith Gulch Fire to determine the status of the fire.  Continue monitoring weather, fire behavior and spread.  Continue to keep affected landowners and the public informed.  Facilitate a smooth transition with the incoming Rocky Mountain Fire Use Team.
Resources:
45 personnel, one engine, one helicopter
Fire Activity:
The Pack Trail Fire is projected to have limited growth to the south.  With the predicted increase in relative humidity, the West Jordan Fire is predicted to have low to moderate growth potential, primarily to the north and east.  Active fire runs are possible if winds from forecasted thunderstorms affect the fire area.  Minimal activity is anticipated on the Smith Gulch Fire.  
Safety:
A smoke management plan has been developed that addresses travel and health impacts on the public.
