
CNF LESSONS LEARNED

Date: June 21, 2009 
Subject: Highway Crew Carrier Accident
Details:  While driving north bound on Hwy 79, Crew Carrier driver observed another vehicle (Nissan Altima) traveling south bound on the same two lane highway lose control. The Crew Carrier driver immediately started to brake, moved as far as they could to the right side of the road and prepared for impact. When the other vehicle driver lost control, the vehicle began hitting guard rails on both sides of the road, impacted the crew carrier’s front left bumper, fender, and tire, and ended up resting on the other side of the south bound lane of the highway. There was no injury to drivers or passengers in either vehicle.
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Lesson(s) Learned:

1. Quick recognition of situation and reaction of Crew Carrier driver minimized the impact of the accident.

2. Passenger’s in both vehicles we wearing seatbelts which resulted in no injuries to either party.
The Crew Carrier operator did an outstanding job avoiding a serious accident by maintaining control of the vehicle and using good
