Parkhill Area 
Wildland Fire Pre-Plan and Evacuation Plan 

Overview

The Parkhill Area is located 20 miles northeast of San Louis Obispo, CA.  It is heavily vegetated with chaparral and in a high risk/high fire activity area.  500 residents live in this area.  The Parkhill Area Fire Evacuation Plan brochure was sent to all 500 residents in 2004. 

The Parkhill Fire Pre-Plan is for use by the fire professionals, it serves as a tactical guiding for responding resources in this wildland fire/urban interface area.  This pre-plan was completed in May 2005.  A large multi-agency training exercise was held in late May involving 12 federal, state and local agencies.  Thirty engines and four helicopters were part of this eight hour exercise.  The training exercise coordinators worked with homeowners by going door to door within five areas of the Parkhill Area and asking them if they could perform the training drills.  The residents were very much in favor of this.
