BLM Escape Prescribed Fire Report Format

The report for an escaped prescribed fire usually takes the form of a memo to the Field Office Manager and or State Director with a CC to the Field Office FMO and SFMO.  This memo is also the place to ask for a corrective action plan or to make program recommendations.  The report would basically follow the review format.  

Identify the purpose of the review and list the review team members.

Provide a general discussion of the timeframes, background information and circumstances leading up to the escape.
