ALL DRIVERS

It is imperative that each of you realize the importance of your driving safely.  As a driver, you have accepted a lot of responsibility.  The roads on this incident are very windy, narrow, and unforgiving.   We continue to have vehicle accidents associated with this incident with several individuals going to hospitals for treatment.  We must drive slower and defensively.

Please realize that personal responsibility and liability is at risk if your driving is not reasonable and within the limits of the law.  You need to drive with the knowledge and skill that at any moment you may have to take a defensive maneuver in order to avoid another vehicle.

This incident management team will not tolerate unsafe driving practices by anyone assigned to the incident. To minimize driving risks, we ask that you do the following:

1. Drive with your lights on at all times.

2. Make sure your windshield is clean.

3. Drive at a speed that would allow you to stop within your sight distance.

4. Obey all personnel and flaggers who are on the roadways requesting you to slow down and/or stop until their operation is complete.

5. Slow down when you approach another vehicle on a narrow road.

6. Use your turn signals appropriately.

7. Ensure proper rest before you get behind the wheel.

8. Pilot cars will be used when moving loaded and unloaded lowboys.

9. Realize that violations of the above may lead to demobilization.

We appreciate your assistance and efforts.  We could not achieve our goals without your dedication and hard work.
