· SNAGS – ALL Divisions, even though in patrol status there is a potential for SNAGS to be coming down this evening (those roots might be burned out).  

· Driving hazards – There are narrow roads on the incident.  The Road closure at 223/86 will remain in effect, but with the potential for residents returning to Cow Creek there is an extra potential for an accident. Keep safe by letting everyone in your area know when a vehicle is going down the road to avoid meeting another vehicle in a place where you can’t turn around.  Drive at or below the speed limit with your headlights on (Day or Night).  Keep it safety slow.  Drive defensively.  When in doubt, yield the right of way to other vehicles. 

· Communications – Tonight there will be a change to new Incident frequencies and channels. Make sure you have the capability to “REMAIN IN COMMUNICATION WITH CREW MEMBERS, YOUR SUPERVISOR, AND ADJOINING FORCES”. Be sure to get your radio cloned per the new incident Comm. Plan- without it the violation of Watch Out Situation #7 could be a stair-step towards heaven.

WATCH OUT SITUATION #2: IN country NOT seen in daylight.
