SAFETY MESSAGE

NIGHT OPERATIONAL PERIOD

AUGUST 15, 2002

All Terrain Vehicles – All operators of these vehicles must be properly trained and licensed to use these vehicles.   Many serious accidents have occurred due to improper use of these vehicles.  Be especially cautious when operating ATV’s on steep slopes.

Hardhats – Use only approved hardhats on the fireline.  No metal hardhats are approved for wildland fire use.  Fallers and dozer operators may need to get approved hardhats from supply.   Also, it is recommended that we replace our hardhats every 3 years of use.  You can exchange your old hardhats for new ones at supply if yours is over 3 years old.

Breaks – We encourage you to take breaks throughout the day.  However, these breaks should be taken in safe areas.  Look around the area when you get ready for your break to ensure that there are no snags in the area, the area is cool (no hot coals/stump holes), and there is no vehicle traffic that will endanger you.
