	MEDICAL EMERGENCIES
	Read the Medical Plan located in today’s IAP. Inform your personnel of the proper medical response protocol. The Medical Unit located in Building 846 (ICP) is open to assist workers with health related issues.

	VEHICLES USE
	All drivers must adhere to agency, state, and federal seat belt laws. All occupants in a motor vehicle must be buckled up. Cell phones should not be used by drivers unless the vehicle is stopped or you hands free capability. Treat intersections as 4-Way Stops. Yield to pedestrians. Golf carts and gators are not to be used at night unless they have headlights and working tail lights.

	BICYCLE USE
	You must observe motor vehicle traffic laws when riding a bicycle. Keep to the right of traffic and maintain control at all times. Use hand signals. Do not ride bicycles at night. 

	FORKLIFT OPERATIONS
	All personnel involved in forklift operations must receive a safety briefing that includes discussion of the Forklift Operations JHA. Users must comply with all identified abatement actions

	HEAT RELATED ILLNESSES
	Maintain adequate fluid intake, eat sensibly and TAKE BREAKS OFTEN. Sport type drinks will be more effective if you dilute with equal amounts of water. Read the Heat Disorders information sheet in today’s IAP. Wear a ball cap or wide brim hat to protect from the sun.
