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Problem: Managers are called upon to assess values at risk in the United States from wildland fire. Although there is currently an array of information available, it is generally not readily available outside of specialized fields and training. Fire managers and planners do not have ready access to a synthesis of scientific findings or an understanding of social values.
Approach: The project utilized an interactive web-based interface to provide access to information about wildland fire. The project collected literature from a variety of outlets on wildland fire to develop a literature base. Seven focus groups were held around the country to help identify various values individuals place on natural resources they use that might be affected by fire. 

Project Findings: A prototype web program was developed that was scenario-based.  The user of the program could anticipate certain management conditions and actions as part of the program. The database would link pertinent literature and public responses to the scenario. Dynamic table design was used to manage large amounts of data in a relatively simple manner.
Deliverables and Technology Transfer: A prototype web program was developed.  Discussion on technology transfer addressed the use or demonstration of the model.  The web program was available at one time for test purposes according to the final report.
